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Music Preparation and Schedule

Singers must attend one of four regional rehearsals. These rehearsals will be in HRM, Valley,
Central NS and Sydney. Zoom option may be available. Exact locations and times to be determined.

April 11-13: Rehearsal/Concert Weekend - Truro

The final rehearsal session Friday/Saturday during the day, culminating in a final concert Sunday
afternoon. See website for details.
